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1. Shut off the water supply - Locate the ministop valve 
(see Diagram 1) for the cold water feed line. Close 
the feed water valve to shut off the water supply. Turn 
on the cold water faucet to assure that the line is 
completely shut off and drained. 

2. Using the selftapping screws provided, attach the filter 
system to the cupboard wall (allowing approx 50mm 
height beneath the system for servicing). The system 
may otherwise stand freely on the cupboard floor.

4. Attach plumbing assembly - Unscrew the braided hose 
from ministop valve. In it’s place, screw in the 1/2” 
Female/Male Tee. Re-attach the braided hose.

5. Faucet installation - The pure water faucet may 
be installed on any flat surface over 50mm (2”) in 

diameter. Once the hole has been drilled install the 
faucet as per Diagram 1. Install the female Quick Fit 
Connector to the base of the faucet.

6. Activating the system for the first time - Once all 
tubing has been connected, turn on the pure water 
faucet, then open the ministop valve slowly. This will 
allow any trapped air to escape. Check the plumbing 
assembly and system are secure and free from leaks.

    If no leaks are detected, leave the pure water running 
for a few minutes to flush the filter cartridges. Water may 
be slightly discoloured and have some aeration, this is 
normal and will clear shortly. Allow the system to stand 
for 2 to 3 hours, then flush again for several minutes. 

    Your system is now operational.
